The Emperor of Germany wore the fuil
dress uniform of the White Hussars, and
the Prince of Wales thas of the Gaards.
Prince Albers Vicsor waa dressed in she full
uniform of the .Bassars. The King of
Greece and King of Denmark wore the ani-
form of Greek cavairy generals.

The bridal dress was made of white sasin,
with long trails of orange blossoms. The
enormous train of brocaded silk was held by
three maids of honor. The Empress
Frederick wore a grey dress, while all the
rest of the royal ladies appeared in whise,
with their ususl oeremonial jewels and
decorations.

The ceremony commenced at onoe, the
Empress Frederick leading her daughter
to the table and the King of Gresece his son.
The King gave his hand to Empress Fred-
erick, and they both retired. The ceremony
was of the most impressive charaster, and
lssted au hour and a quarter. It was the
ususl one prescribed by the ritual of the
Greek Church, with one exception.
Instead of the usual ceremony with
crowns of orange blosioms, at the special
request of the Quaeen of Greec, gold
crowns, surmounted by s cross, were
These wers held over the head of the bride
shree times by Prince Henry of Prassis,
Prince Eiward and Prince George of
Wales, and over the head of the bride-
groom by the arowitz and Princes
George and Nich of Greece. This cere-
mony was again repeated when the bride
sod groom had walked round the table

The moment ths young ocou ple were
united a magnificent burst of red lighs
poured through the colored windowa of she
cathedral, suffusing the bride and groom,
and producing a marvelilous effect upon the
briliant uniforms and beausifal dresses.
The ceremony being complesed, Princess
Sophie kissed three times the King of

Frederick, the Empresse of Germany and
the Qaeen of Italy. She then kissed once
each the Prince of Wales, the Princess of
Weales and the young princesses. The
Emperor of Germaay kissed his mother
heartily three times.

The crowns used were those with which
the King and Queen of Greece were mar-
ried. The psrty returned to the Palace in
the same order in which they came.

After the ceremony the newly married
couple gave a breakfast in their new home.

In the afterncon the Duke of Sparta and
the Princess Sophie drove through the city
in an open barouche amid the greatest en-
thusiasm.

To-night the whole city wae illuminated,
and the entire population and many
visitors paraded the streete cheering and
shouting. At a late hour this evening the
illuminations were spoiled by a violens gale
of wind. i
