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LIGHTNING PRANKS

Man Takes Re‘uge Under a Tree From
Storm and Is Killed.

Outline of the Tree Under Which He
- Sat Traced on Man's Back.

Pittsburg, April 7.— Lightning played
some unusual freaks during the spring
showers and when the sun peeped out
from behind the clouds at 4 o’clock the
first death from a bolt had been record-
ed. William Rimecus, of 72 Burdine place,
Bouth Fayette township, was instantly

killed and a number of dwellings in the
imniediate vicinity were struck, but not
damaged seriously.

Rimcus was in his garden when the
electrical storm broke and rain began
to fall. He sought refuge under a huge
maple tree, not 50 feet from his house.
Seating himself on the ground, with his
back against the tree, he waited for the
storm to subside, although members of
his family called for him to come into
the house.

There was a particularly vivid flash
of lightning. It almost blinded those
who saw it. When friends of Rimecus
recovered from hte shock they were
horrified to see him lying prostrate.
They ran to him and discovered his hair
had been burned from his head. He was
dead.

The only other marks on his body
were a series of vivid burns on his back.
Investigation by a deputy coroner show-
ed that this was where the electricity
had done its phenomenal work. The
outlines of the tree under which its vie-
tim sat were traceable on his back. The
reproduction was perfect.

LIKE FAIRY TALE.

Enver Bey's Reward to be the Hand
of a Princess.

Berlin, April 7.—Major Enver Bey,
one of the most notable leaders of the
Young Turk revolution, which over-
threw Suitan Abdul Ham'd of Turkey,
and pow the military attache of the
Turkish Embasey here, will become a
husband under most peculiar conditions.
His bride to be is an Imperial princess,
# niece of the present Sultan, Mohammed
V., and of his deposed brother.

The princess has been bestowed upon
Enver Bey, in accordance with the an-
cient Turkish Royal custom, as a re-
ward for his services and the gallant
part he played in the overthrow of the
old regime in Constantinople. Enver Bey
has mever seen his princess sweetheart,
who is only sixteem years old. Has is
laughingty telling his Berlin friends, how-
ever, that he has eeen her brother's
rhotogn.ph, and that if the princess
ooks anything like that, he is surc he
will be the happiest of husbands.

Enver Bey, of course, gratefully ac-
cepted this signal mark of his sover-
cign's favor, but requested that the mar-
riage be postponed for two years. In
the muug:mo he desires to widen the
scope of his international knowledge by
residence in England and France. The
princess, who has never set foot outside
Constantinople, will employ the time she
is"waiting for her marriage in perfecting
-herself in the English and Frencn ian.

Turkish soldier with the most brilliant
prospects.

WINNIPEG'S PROGRESS.

Buildings This Year Over Three Mil-
ions—March Bank Clearings.

Winnipeg, April 7. —Building  per- |
mits for the first three months of
the year have passed the three mil-
llon dollar mark.

The total clearings for the meonth
of March amount to $60,067,844, an
increase of ten millions over the fig-
ures for last vear. The grain for the
month is 20 per cent. TFor the week
ending te-day the clearings amount to
$11.718,412, as compared with $10,-
936,000 a year ago, and $8,923,550 two
vears ago. The increase of 13910 over
1909 is seven per cent.

MINERS' STRIKE

Contracts Expired Last Night and
Many Men Quit Work.

Minets Got What They Asked in
Indiana agd Won't Strike.

Indisnapolis, April 7. — Celebrating
the anniversary of the institution of
the eight-hour day in the mines of
the country. 300,000 bituminous ecoal
miners faced an enforced holiday of
unknown duration. In many states
the two-year wage contract expired
last midnight, and the miners quit
the coal pits, demanding that their
new contract must provide for a wage
increase of 5.55 per cent. a ton on
screened coal and an equivalent in-
crease on ‘“‘run of mine” coal.

Conferences between the miners’
organizations in the several districts
and the corresponding operators’ as-
sociations have been arranged. Ad-
justment of the difficulty ma¥ be a
matter of weeks or days. n the

i block coal district of In-
diana there will not be a suspension
of work, for late yesterday the oper-
ators conceded the higher wages de-
manded by the miners.

Denies Murdering Ruth Wheeler—
Tracing Another Girl to Him.

New York, April 7. — Albert Ww.
Wolter pleaded not guilty to an in-
dictment charging him with having
murdered 15-year-old Ruth Wheeler,
to-day, after two motions to throw
out the indictment had been made
by his counse!, Wallace Scott, and de-
nied by Judge Mulqueen.

Wolter was remanded to the Tombs.
Asgistant District Attorney Moss says
he will be ready to go on with the
prosecution by April 11.

The police to-day reported that
they had traced another girl to Wol-
ter’s flat, but are unable to find out
what became of her. The detectives
give her name as Elsie Schwartz,
who is said to have called on Wolter
the day before Ruth Wheeler was
killed.

HYDROPHOBIA.

New, Safer and Shorter Treatment
Biscovered For the Disease.

®

Ann Arbor, Mich., April 7. — Dr. Jas.
8. Cumming, director of the Pasteur In-
stitute of the University of Michigan,
to-day announced the discovery of a new
method for the treatment of hydropho-
bia. The new treatment, Dr. Cumming
says eliminates many of the dangers at-
tending the former methiods and short-
ens the time of treatment by one woek.

Dr. Cumming uses virus prepared
from spinal tissues from a rabid ani-
mal. This is injected into the patient.
The virus is said to have been used in
several cases recently with marked suc-
cess.
