RECEPTION

Fifteen Thousand Persons Attend-Brilliant
. Scene--Sermon by Father Vaughan.

- Montreal despatch: The reception to
Cardinal Vannutelli in the Council room
of the City Hall to-night surpassed .in
splendor, magnificance of decorations,
~ and number of invited guests any func-
tion which has yet taken place in con-
nection with the Eucharistic Congress.
Upon the dias, erected at Bne end of the
Council room, surrounded by members
of his suite, His Eminence the Papal.
Legate, clothed in red, sat, with Mayor
Guerin standing on his le’ft, and Car-
dinal Gibbons, of Baltimore, sitting on
his left. Arrangements were perfect on

the stairs and outside the building, only
& certain number of guests being admiz-
ted at & time 80 as not to cause the
choking of the passageway, stairs and
corridora. As it was, every stair was
crowded, but exits were kept open and
the erowd passed between long lines of
policemen, who kept them moving, The
attendance numbered 12,000 to 15,000.
The Cardinal greeted all with that won-
derful smile, that seemed to have the
human element in it for each one, The
lack of crowding enabled him to endure
the function to the end, although Car-
dinal Gibbons, according: to his invar-
iable custom at such gatherings, left
about 9.30 with his host. Sir Thomas
8haughnessy. The keen intellectual and
a!oech face of the noted American
Cardinal was the magnet for many ey-s.

The kissing of the ring was omitted
to-night, the Cardinal simply recognizing
each individual in the endiess chain of
men and women in evening dress with
an outward movement of his red-gloved
handq and that wonderful smile,

The civie greenhouses gave up their
best for the festoons of ‘bay leaves,
decked with geraniums and begonias,
and from each gallery ledge and cornjee
hung suspended a areat wreath of fol-
iage. The guard of honor was eighteen
Mount Louis Cadets. The Lieutenant-
Colonels and representatives of the vari-
ous ragiments in Mantreal were all pres-
ent, and occassionally foreign uniforms of

SOCIETY IS VERY BAD.

Father Vaughan this afternoon, in an
address to women at Stanley Hall,
spoke in part as follows: We are liv.
ing in a day when high ideals are yield-
ing to the pressure of creature com-
forts, when principle is being exchanged
for expediency; in a day when self-sac-
rificing Catholicism is being bartered
for selfiventred materialism and the
Christian sense of sin is regarded as a
bygone superstition; in a day when it
matters not what you believe but only
what you do, and when you may do
what you like, provided you are not
found out; in a day when the relation-
ship between sexes takes one back to
pagan times, when the garbage over
which they gloat is more foul and loath-
some than the stuff about which they
chatter; in a day when there is no emp-
ty places but in the cradle, no room in

| which to move but in the churches.

In a word, the cleavage to-day, as in
no previous time since the dawn of
Christianity, is between God and mam-
mon, or shall [ say in language more
definite, between Catholicism and ag-
nosticism, if not materialism. For con-
firmation of my strong assertions read
the story of the present day life as it is
reflected in society, as mirrored forth on
the stage, as it is shown up in the law
courts, as it is written large on our book
stalls or published in society journals
and the daily press. -

With mammon thus asserting itself
as it does throughout all sections. of the
community in this twentieth century,
when our very sireets have become a
nightmare, what, I ask, is to hold the
interest up, God against this plague of
frivolity and folly.

Before this tidal wave of paganism
everything is going under with one ex-
ception, and that is our haly religion.
The church of Christ, indissolubly and
infallibly true, indestructibly good, is
the only one institution that is holding
its own, and is “semper eadem” unchang-
‘ed and unchangeable amid all this
wreckage and yuin that is littering the
spaces oi the world.

Father Vaughan's first speech, about
Protestanism, is still the subject of an-
imated arguments, and the cudgels for
the Protestant side have been taken up
by Rev. Hugh Pedley, of the Immanuel
Congregasiongl Church, one of Mont-
real’s most prominent Protestant cler-
gymen, in a dignified letter to the Ga-
zette, in which he pays a high tribute to
Catholics generally, ,{ut also places un-
compromising!y the Protestant idea of
the eucharist.

Nearly every paner read at the
mormng  and afi.ernoon <ese:ions c¢on-
tred round the great theme oi the Con-
gress, the Kucharist, and considered it
in relation to modern unoelief, to soci-
cty, to the needs of voung men and wo-

Rome, Sept. 12.—Pope Pius X, has is-
sued a motu proprio, giving new and
practical measures to- be adopted against
the modernist s mpaign.

The Pontiff reiterates all of the rules
previously set forth against modernism,
especially in the encyclical pascendi, and
adds that the bishops and the rectors of
the Catholic Colleges must watch atten-
tively the development of the young
clergy, secing to it that they are well
prepared to fight error, forbidding them
to read newspapers and periodieals, and
avoid distracting them from their stud-
ies,

Every professor, in beginning  his
course, every acolyte before being pro-
mated, every new confessor, curate, can-
on or holder of a similar office; and
every ecclesiastical officer before taking
possession of his post must take an oath
of loyalty to the healthy Catholic doe-
trine and discipline.

MUILE DOGEIE

Oog Muzziing Order to Cortinue Un-
tii Rabies is Stamped Out.

Great Danger of Wiid Animals of
Ontario Being Infected. T

Ottawa, Ont,, Sept. 12, Dogs will puve
to wear muzzles for some time yet, and
canaot be transportod in Western On-
tario before December at the earliest.
The work of stamping out tie rabies has
not proved an easy task. In spite of
stringent regulations and strict enforce-
ment of them cases of rabies centinue to
be reported from the west of the Pen-
insula, The Veterinary Department has
therefore determined not to relaX the
war, I'he order for bidding the trans-
portation of a dog anywhere in  the
embargo district has been extended from
September to December. The department
is prosecuting all iafractions. The or-
der requiring dogs to be muzzled is still
in effect. It has no term and wiil be
continued until the epide:mic is stamped
out. ’ ;

Just now tremendous pressure is be-
ing put on the departmgnt to relax t:tz
regulations so that hfters who I
in the embargo district can take their
hounds to the woods for the deer hunt-
ing season. That is just the thing the
department is determided not to do. It
is stated that rabies awfdng dogs is dif-
ficult enough to handle. but if wild
animals are once affected the trouble
is- ten times greater. At present Neb-
raska is struggling with rabies among
the smaller wild animals, particularly
among skunks, and in spite of all that
can be done tlie thing is spreading.
There is a considerable district of
Ruseia, which is having great trouble
with an epidemic of rabirs among
wolves, If possible the authorities are
determined to keep the wild animals of
Ontario from catehing this discase.

London, Sept. 12.—Great ala.rm is felt
among the Grand Trunk strikers over
the statement made hy prominent offi-
cials that no more passenger men are
to be taken back. Superintendent Bow-
ker, when asked, said: “If men who lnfve
now continued give the satisfaction
they have been giving and want to stay,
there will be no places for old men.”

Asked regarding arrangements to take
men back in 20 days, he aid he knew
of none, and thought it was a stery con-
cocted by the newspapers. Only seven
passenger- men out of a large number
have been reinstated here.

WHAT T COST

[Iilinois Miners' Strike Caused a Loss

of Twenty-seven Millions.

——

Lasted Twenty-three Weeks and 44,-
000 Men Were Involved.

Chicago, Sept. 12.—The strike of 44,000
coal miners in Illinois, which was settled
yesterday, it is 'estimatell, cost the min-
ers nearly $12,000,000 in wages. The loss
to the operators during the five months’
shut-down js placed at $15,000,000. 'The
annual pro‘duc;;ion of coal in Illinois am-
ounts to 50,000,000 tons, and the short-
age this year due to the strike. will be in
the ncighbornood of 20,000,000 tons.

Tho strike of Illinors coal miners last-
ed 23 weeks. It was brought to an end
by the signing of an agreement adopting
the ‘wage scale outlined by the Peofi»
miners ’convention. The men wi% re-
turn to work on Saturday morning.

The agreement carries a general in-
crease of three cents a ton throughout
the state, an increase of five ‘cents in the
northern fields and six cents in Franklin
and Williamson counties. The operators
also agreed to an inerease of 5.55
cent. for all day laborers. This will in.
crease their eost between two and thrae

cents for each tom.

Enjoyed the Simplicity and Earnest-
ness of the Service There,

London, Sept. 12— The King is jn

The bread was reverently eaten and the
¥ine drunk sitting, each person passing
it on te the other. . . It would be
impossible to say how deeply we were
impressed by the grand. simplicity of the
service. It was all so truly earnest, and
no deseription can do justice to the ger-
feet devotion of the whole asem t
was most touching, and I longed much
to join in it. To see all those simple,
good people, in their mice, plain dresses
(including an old woman in her ‘mutch’)
—30 many of whom I knew and some of
whom had walked far, old as they were,
in the deep snow—was v striking.”
It is sad to reeall that, towards the end
of her long life, Queen Victoria ceased
her attendance at the kirk of Crathie,
the reasod being that holiday-makers
and tourists, unrestrained by any con-
siderations of good breeding, made her
visits intolersbiy ammoying to her and
obliged her reluctantly to erect a “wor-
ship room” in Balmoral Castle.—J. F. W,
in Toronto Globe.
