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Whooping €ough

Many persons regard whoopi ng cough
as tedious ind annoying but qaite without
serious importance. Unfortunately that
mistake, says the Youth’s Companion,
ofien leads to neglect of the disease itseilf
and the failure to izolate the patient prop-
erly Recent statistics show that of the
children under une year of age who have
whooping cough one in four dies. The
mortality decreases rapidly with advanc-
ing age, and at 5 years of age only one
patient in fifty dies. Ten thousand ehild-
ren die of this disease every year in the
United States. Even when whooping
cough does not result fatally, it is still to
be dreaded, for it may be dreaded, for it
may be followed by consamption, sinee
the patient’s powers of resistance are ot-
ten greatly weakened by the violent and
exhausting cough. The disease is bighly
contagious, although the offending germ
has not vet been discovered (onse-
quently the mother or nurse of a child
with whooping cough ought never to take
it}into public conveyances, or to enter-
tainments, or send it tosehool or to church
—anywhere, in short, where it will expose
other children to the infection, The dis-
ease begins like a simple.cold in the head
that goes rapidly to the chest. The cough
is at first short and sharp, but gradually
increases in severity and occurs in PAroxy- |
isms.
