AGAINST FRANCE

Alleged Plot to Held Line of
the Rhine

And Break Germany Into
Republics.

Berli cable says: A semi-official

statement, pubiished here, quotes,
from what purporte to be a report of
a conference of French officers of
high rank, recently held at Mayence,
at which it was said to have heen
agreed that the “line of tie Rhine”
wag necessary for ‘‘the protection of
France against the revenge ideas of
German military circles.”

It wae cons:dered, adds the report,
that a buffer stale must be created,
which ehould include that part of the
right bank of the Rhine comprising
the Dusseldorf industrial district, the
Ruhr region and Frankfort and its
neighborhood.

Every emoarrassment of Germany
should, the report says, Dde exploited
‘to the best advantage. The gtatement

“The conference alsc agreed that it
would be best to divide Germany into
five or six states or republics in alli-
ance with Belgium. France could
then. on the basis of the various para-
zraphs ot the Peace Treaty, march
into Gernany and remain therd

“Tais definite and clever policy
would put France within ome or two
vears .1 poeeeseion of what Marshal
Focr wants. namely, a military Rhine
frontier, with strong bridgeheads,
without any serious opposition on the
part of the Allles or Germany.”

Thousands Parading Dublin Streets, and Clash
. With Autherities Feared .

One Constable Shot Dead--lLondon Papers
on the Hunger Strike

Dublin cable: The general strike
declared yesterday in protest against
the treatment of the Irish hunger
strikers in Mountjoy Prison continued
to-day with added tenseness, and in-
creased fears of serious developments.
Sixty thousand workers in Dublin
alone are on strike, and a feeling of
pronounced excitement prevailed
throughout the capital.

The day was marked early by a fat-
ality, Constable Harry Kells being
shot dead while on plain clothes duty |
in Camden street this morning. The
constable’s assailant was an unidenti-
fied young man. He fired two shots
from his revolver and ran away from
the scene before he could he appre-
hended.

The shooting added to the gen-
eral excitement. Thousands of people
are parading the streets, and collis-
ions between the populace and the
military are feared.

There have been rapid developments
in connection with the strike. Vis-
count French, the Viceroy, sent for
the Lord Mayor to-day, and later the
miltary was withdrawn from the vi-
cinity of Mountjoy Prison. One of the
prisoners among the hunger strikers
was removed to the City Hospital in a
state of collapse.

Another development K was the ar-
rival in Dublin of General Sir Nevil
MacCready, the new commander of the
forces in Ireland, who is expected to
assume his duties at once.

The general expectation here with
regard to the hunger strikers, based
upon last night’s debate in the House
of Commons in London, is that the
Government, although ref-:-ing to re-
lease the political prisoners, will make

the House of Commons, in which he
announced that the Government
would not alter its policy with regard
to the hunger strike of Irish political
prisoners held in Mountjoy Jail im,
Dublin. The Times, however, c¢on-
demns the Government’'s pelicy. say-
ing:

*“It is based on a too narrow con-
ception, and is consequently Wwrong.
'Whatever the cost of the prestige of
the Irish Executive Department and
the pride of Ministers, broader and
more merciful considerations should
Ye permitted fo prevail

Emphasis ‘s laid by the Daily Mail
on the fact that many of the hunger
gtrikers have not been convicted in
properly constituted courts of justice,
and, therefore, should not be ailowed
to starve.

“On euch exceptional and momen-
tous occasions,” the newspaper con-
tinues, “we look to the Government
ito take a broad and generous view.”
