Measuring the Star’s Heat.

The smallest and most sensitive in-
strument in the weorld has been con-
structed by Dr. W. W. Coblentz, an
American sctentist. Used for measur-
ing the heat given off by the stars, it
will respond to the heat of a candle
fifty miles away!

The instrument is about the same
size as a full-stcp. and is formed by
welding a dot of bismuth on to the
end of a fine platinum wire. The joint
is placed inside a vacuum tube con-
taining a fluorite window, and connec-
ted by almost invisible wires to a
galvanometer consisting of a fine coil

Twilight Caused by Dust!

For an hour after the sun has set,
it 1s still light enough in this country
for us to see quite well; and in the’
early morning, the twilight begins to
come along before the sun makes its
appearance,

Twilight occurs only in countries
that are situated at some distance)
from the Equator. In India darkness;
fals quite suddenly—as soon as the:
sun dips below the horizon.

The reason is that in latitules like
our own the air is charged with tiny |
particles of dust and moisture, which,
one can see in the mctes of a sunbeam. ’
When the sun has set its rays no
longer fall upon the surface of the
land, but continue for some time to
sirike th2 masses of particles floating
high in the air.

Ez2ch of these acts as a minule re-
flector, receiving sunlight and seuding |
it cownwards. As the sun sinks far-’
ther and farther below the horizon its
rays strike the particies higher up in
the air, and the light, having a greater
thickness of atmosphere to penetrate,
becomes gradually dimmer. i

At sunrise the process is reversed,
the first faint light coming to us from
mctes fleatire many miles above tha
carth.

Ivory from Palm Pods.

Most of us fasten our clothes wih
buttons made of vegetible ivory,

which is obtained from the seeds of

a variety of palm that grows in parts
of South America.

The palm bears pods abcut the sizg,
of a man’s head, and each pod cop?

tains from six to nine egg-shaped nuts
resembling small potatoes. When the
pods are ripe, the nuts drop out and
are gathered.

Ecuador and Colombia export emor-
mous quantities of these nuts, which
are collected by the natives and
brought down the rivers to the coast
in cances. When the nuts are dried
the interior substance resembles ivery,
being white, finely graired, and very
hard. It takes a higa polish and may
be dyed any color.

The ivory nuts are used mostly for
making buttons, but thev are used
also in the manufacture of umbrella
handles, drawer kncbs, and a great
variety of fancy articles. Vegetable
ivory is comparatively cheap, whereas
real ivory from elephant tusks is be-
coming more and more expensive.
