Goats are easily rafsed n Alberta,
according to Mr. Schroeder. who first

tte snow offering no deterrent to ryst-
ling, whilst they seldom fall victims to
coyotes. The meat of the goat comes
under the class of wild game, and from
ten to twelve pounds of tallow are pro-
. duced from each carcass. The peits
. when well tanned are waterproof and
have a good commercial valye.
