Swamp Water Is Changed
To Guard Birds’ Health

Qalt Take City, Ttah—Changing
the water occasionall; to keep the
occupants healthy is as essential in
a bird refuge as in a gold-fish bowl,
it haz Leen discovered.

Soon it will be possibla to “change
the water” at will over 30,000 acres
of marsh land in the Bear River
migratory bird refuge. An_ elabor-
ate system of dikes and spillways
costing $350,000 is being built to en-
able game wardens to release stagn-
ant water and fill marshes with fresh
water from the Bear River.

Theusands of birds died in the re-
fuge previously from disease that
developed because the swamps were
not drained.
