Weather and parasites play a great
par. in control, but nfan can do noth-
ing to better these two factors and
must rely on the following methods
where ‘he inseet is abundan‘:

1. So far as practicable, all wheat

tubble should be plowed under com-
pletely as soon ag possible after the
wheat is_cut. This buries all the
nees g left in the field. The ground
should be worked after plowing so as
to firm it. Plowicg and
prevents the flies from coming up as
they cannot go through even three
inches of well firmed soil.

2. If the plowing cannot be done
promp iy it is a good plan to run a
cultivator or disc over the field to
cause volunteer wheat to come up.
This will attract the flies ‘o lay eggs
in it and thereby will lessen the num-
ber of eggs laid in the new wheat
fields. Such volunteer wheat, aow-
ever, mus- be plowed under after a-
bout September 20th because if it

* Mary piscatorial tales have been
related of battles with the salmon
of the Restigouche river in New
Brunswisk; and to anglers the world
over the stream is renowred. Not
so well known is the historical note
that the river is glso celebrated as ih*
scene of the last battle of the Seven
Year’s War in North America. The
engagement took place in the river
near Campbellton and wrecks of the
French vesseg; have been located
near Point Bodreau and Mission point
on the north shore.

Giraudais was sent from France with

Byron, which sailed from Louisburg
on June 18. For seventeen long
dayy the peaceful quiet of the river
was broken by the roar and crash of
battle so determined and persisient
was the resistance of LaGiraundais.
Th pleasant days of June, so rudely
broken, ended but it was not until
later in July that the last of hig ships
were destroyed.

Some swine breeders, however, have
ie accomodation for their
swine, and these aer advised of the
successful use of all year hog cabin
at the Cen ral Experimenta] Farm,
Ottawa.

Under the rather extreme climatic
conditions which prevail at Ottawa
he swine breeding stock i3 housed
throughout the year in cabins, with
the exception of two months twice
a year when the sows farrow.and nur
se their lit ers in the nfain gwine
barn. In the winter, the sows are
fed liberal'y and the cabins are well
bedded with dry straw. In the spring
the cabins are hauled to the pasiure
and with the side flaps raised up,
provide excellent shelter and shade
|during the summer months.

The all year hog cabin is a cheap
|shelter constructed of one ply boards
and is buil. on skids to provide ease
| of moving. Further details and
plang for building the all year hog
cabin can be procured free of charge
upon application to the Division of
Animal Husbandry, Centrai Experi-
mental Farm, Ottawa.
