For there came 2
time when our conditionn was des-
perate, and I wavered and had i
check myself sharply. “When you 2are
keenly conscious of ycur own needs,
do something for somebody else” I
demanded.

By
refusing to put money first I had bhit
on a profitable program.

A third fight was my determination
never to undertake any business ven-
ture if my happiness would be in the
least disturbed in case it failed. When
my dominion over disappointment
was entrenched, I still had a bad tem-
per to lick. A trivial adventure did
that and was worth millions to me in
happiness.  After working very late
one night, i dived into the subway,
dog tired, eager to be in bed. The
guard of a waiting train slammed the
door in my face. There would not be
another for 15 minutes. I felt hot
anger sweep over me. I started to
yell at the guard, but then 1 stopped.
Why burn up what little energy I haé
left Looking around, I saw a woman
leaving the station with a baby and a2
suitcase. I asked if I could help her,
took her suitcase, hailed a taxicab,
drove her to her destination. Then I
started home, two hours after I had
missed the subway train. My fatigue
was gone and I was very happy. I
had put myself through a course oi
discipline by doing ~omething for
somebody else.
The subject of fear is a favorite of
mine. Wear is the greatest enemy of
most persons. Every friend I have
has lost something because of fear.
Read blographies and you encounter
frequent accounts of combats with
fear, for men ahout whom biographies
are written usually are those who
overcome this emotion. Few persons
go through life without at least ome
big chance. The fact that so many
do not grasp it is due more often to
fear than ta any other thing. “Never
strike a sail to fear,” says Emerson,
and every man who has occupied &
commanding position has said the
same.

No man has ever had a harder fight
against fear than I had. There is not
a doubt nor a dread nor 2 sick sensa-
tion 1 have not suffered. Most people
are afraid of something, but I was
afraid of almost everything, including
mice, thundersioruis, tecachors, physi-
cal encounters. In my first days as a
salesman I often became so nauseated
as I contemplated my next calls that
I lost my food in the gutter. Literally
that is true. Nct once, but time after

It is saying gratefully in the morn-
ing, “Thank you, God, for what I
have,” instead of, “Ficase give me 2

It is trying to make somebody hap-
pier for the day before leaving home.
It is pausing long enough in the
morning to telephone to some friend
who may need a waord of encourage-
ment. In doing this you develop the
habit of thinking more of others than
of yourself. The results will surprise
you. As an insurance salesman, for
instance, my plans differ radically
from the standard plan of selling. I
always submit = policy smallar than
I think tho man should take out, and
let him raise it. That makes nim feel
comfortable. My idea always is to
make a man on whom I call glad that
[ came. This I do as a matter of
ethics. It is just a fine break of life
that in some cases business follows in
the wake of considerate conduct.
Again, religion to me is planning
for the day more constructive work
than we can possibly do. It is tte
exercise of consztanrt dominion over
harmful emotions and false appetites.
It is teiling other veople of things
they have done which merit praise.
It is development of the “giving”
habit instead of the “getting” habit.
Finally, religion to me is living now,
on this earth, as nearly as possible
the life we imagine the next one to
be. Selfishness, pride, greed, envy,
fear, worry, hate and anger utdoubt-
edly do not exist in the heavenly
state. Heaven is ungquestionably made
up of such positive qualities as love,
courage, cheerfulness, generosity. We
can be in Heaven right here on earth
by living these qualities.  Life be-
comes almost automatic once you
have tapped their sources of strength.
It is silly for a poor mortal to buck
the stream of life. I have sought out
its current and have sought to flow
with it. That stream is impelled by
those positive qualities and it is the
fortune they have brought me that
I'd like to share with all.

1. DIVINE GRACE AND HUMAN DUTY,
Vs 1, 2.

In this preface, regarded by the
Jews as the first commandment, God
suggests the motive which should in-
spire Isrzel to observe his law. Hs
had rescued his people from the slave
ery of Egypt. Sincethg hfd secured
2t redemption, he had Wie -
claim his people’s obedience.
he had given the law he had shown
his redeeming love. If viewed in this
light, his law could not seem harsh
to Israel. It was their reasonable sar-
vice to him who had redeemed them.

II. UNDIVIDED LOYALTY, ¥. 8.

God’s first requirement is the wor-
ship of himsell alone. To us it seems
so obvious that there is only one

that we can scarcely conceive how
Icrael could be tempted to worship &
number of gods. Yet that temptation
was very real throughout her history.
The reason was twofold. Many of |
surrounding peoples had gods w}uch.
like the Baals, were merely the Jeifica-
tion of the forces of nature; if 'lsrael
Gosired the products of the soil she
had better some argued, provitiate
these divirities who presided over its
fertility. Further, when a people like
the Assyrians triumphed over Isrpel
i war, there was a stron& temgtaho'n
to Tegard the national god of Israel's
foes as stronger than Jehovah. Israel
was saved from the temptation to go
after strange gods soO long as she re-
reembered the majestic moral person-
ality of God, and his redemptive acts
in her history.

11I. TRUE WORSHIP, VS. 4-11.

Not only must God be worshnpped..
but he is to be worshipped worthily.
This excludes the use of images. The
great moment in the worship of Is-
rael’s heathen neighbors was when
the image of their god was exhibited
and all the people did homage. But
steh worship is upt to becorne ma-~
terialized. Now God is a Spirit (Deut.
4: 12), a free and moral pe_rsonal_lty:
he must therefore be worshippad in &
spiritual rather than in a ma_t.erml
way. Nothing in nature, either in tha
heavens with its sun, stars a_nd bu-d.s,
or in the earth with its beasts, nor '
the sea with its fish, can adequately
represent him who stands above na-
ture and is not exhausted in it. To
this commandment is attach>d an ap-
ndix (vs. 5b, 6), setting forth the
penalties of disobedience, and the
merey that blesses widely all obedi-
ence. In Hebrew society the unit was
the family rather than the individual.
The child who was born into a family
entered, therefore, into the conse-
quences of that family’s past. ¢

The third commandment had to do
with God’s honor. In ancient society
men fegarded the name as cf pecuiiar
significance. It usually described the
characteristics of him who bore it.
