What distingunishes samarium is the
fact that it shoots alpha particlas,
meaning that it is unstable.

Samarium is what is known as a
rare earth. Next to it in the table,
occupying the sixty-first place, is “il-
linlum.” Possibly the rare earths are
rare because they have been shooting
oft alpha particles, and thus reducing
themselves to something else. It may
be that we shall have to revive a view
that was current at the opening of the
century—that all the elements are
radioactive and that they are the end
products of activity that began eons
ago when exploding atoms, like thoss
of uranium, were commoner than they
are now.—Waldemar Kaempffert is
The N.Y. Times.
