Sliced fresh strawberries make a fine
contrast both in color and flavour.
Sliced oranges may be combined with |
this.

Canned pears may be cut into long
slices and arranged with the straw-
be-ries.

Fresh nectarines and slices of ripe
bananas or small halves of eooked
apricots and bananas make a tooth-
gsome combination.

Walnut halves or dabs of cream
cheese may be added at intervals into
the surrounding fresh fruits.

A ecreamy mayonnaise, slightly
sweetened, is best for this fruit salad.

Raspberry Vinegar
Take five aquarts raspberries, cover
with vinegar and let stand forty-eight
hours. Strain through 2 sieve, add
one pound white sugar to one pint of
juice, boil half an hour, then bottle.

Salad Dish—Beet Salad

1 quart chopped boiled beets, 1 pint
chopped cabbage, 1 pint vinegar, %
cup sugar. 1 cup horse radish, celery
to taste.

Boil the cabbage in vinegar until
tender, add beets, sugar, salt and
pepper. Let all scald and when cold
add the horse radish.—Mrs. Alex. Ait-
ken, Box 191, Dundalk, Ont.

Asparagus Salad

Drain and rinse stalks of canned
or fresh asparagus, cut rings from
bright green peppers 1-3 in wide;

dressing. When the fresh asparagus

Rhubarb Juice

Rhubarb juice combines well with }
other fruit juices in lending tartness’
to jellies. It is also goed for jellied
desserts, pudding sauces and to mix
in drinks. It may be prepared from
the stalks which have become too
tough to use in other ways. Cut the
rhubarb into small pieces, add just
enough water to cover and simmer
until soft. Strain the juice through
a jelly bag. To cach gt. of jnice add
1 cup sugar; heat the juice until the
sugar is dissolved thoroughly, skim
and bring to boiling point. Pour into
clean hot jars and seal.—Mrs. Frank
Moran, Teeswater, Ont., RR. 2 .

Recipe for Iced Tea

For a cool refreshing drink with a
fiavour that is deliciously different,
try Iced Tea. It is very easily made:
Infuse six heaping teaspoons of
Salada Black Tea in a pint of fresh
boiling water. After six minutes
strain liquid into two-quart contain-
er. While hot, add 1% cups of gran-
ulated sugar and the juice of 2
lemons.

JESUS CRUCIFIED—Luke 23

Luke 23 : 33-46
Golden TEXT — God commendeth
His own love toward us, in that, while
we were yet sinners, Christ died for
us. .Romans 5 : 8.

THE LESSON IN ITS SETTING

Time—Friday, April 7, A.D. 80.

Place—Jerusalem and Calvary just
outside of the city walls.

“And when they came unto the
place which is called The skull.” The
phrase “the skuli” is a translation ot
the Hebrew word “Golgotha,” which
the Greeks transiated as “Kranion,”
and which, in the Latin version, was
called “Calvaria,” from which we get
the similar word, “Calvary”. “There
they crucified Him, and the malefac-
tors, one on the right hand and the
other on the left” “The cross was
probably of the form in which it is
usually represerted—an upright post
crossed by a bar near the top.

“And Jesus said, Father forgive
them; for they know not what they
do” This was the first word from
the cross. It is a prayer ad’ essed
to God as Father for the pardon of
Chrst’s enemies. “And parting His
garments among them, they cast
lots.” The Son of God atoming for
the sins of the world, whilst angels
and glorified spirits crowd the walls
of the celestial city to look down at
ihe spectacale, and, Wi Bi yard of
His sacred person, the soldiers, in ab-
solute apathy, these
poor shreds of cloth!”

“And the people stood beholding.
And the rulers also scoffed at Him,
saying, He saved others; let Him save
Himself if this is the Christ of God
His chosen.” (See Psalm 2 : 8)
The emphasis should be placed on the
little word “this,” which was uttered
contemptuously.

“And the soldler aiso raocked Him,
coming to Him, offering Him vinegar.
And saying, If Thou art the king of
the Jews, save Thyself” “By the
word ‘mocked’ seems to be meant that
they lifted up to His lips the vessels
containing their ordinary drink, seur
wine, and then snatched them away.”

“And there was also a superscrip-
tion over Him, ‘This is the King of
the Jews.’” This title was written
in black letters on a board smeared
with white gypsum, making it very

but this man hath done nothing

but, most of all, he confessed that the
Lord Jesus, hanging near him, had
done nothing wrong, literally, “noth-
ing out of place,” which can only
mean that he recognized the claims
of Jesus to be just and Jesus Himself
to be absolutely innocent of any
wrong.

“And he said, Jesus, remember me
when Thou comest into Thy king-
dom.” He acknowledged that there
was a life beyond death and knew
that both were dying; that, in the
future, there was to be a kingdom
over which the Lord Jesus would be
the Lord Jesus to remember him mer-
cifully when He came into that king-
dom, and that, if the Lord were mer-
ciful, he himself would have a place
in that kingdom.

“And He said unto him, Verily I
say unto thee, Today shalt Thou be
with me in Paradise.”

Eden (Gen. 2 : 8), and for that region
of Hades in which the spirits of the
blessed await the general resurrec-
tion (Acts 2 : 31), and then heaven
itself (2 Cor.

That English churches are seriously
split in their attitude toward war and
toward the government's recruiting
campaign is disclosed in outspoken
utterances of British religlous lead-
ers.

A number of ministers are already
tacing the prospect of goinz to prizen
in event of war.

Another group is asking — Should
pacifists pay income tax — esp&cially
the new additions expressly for armd-
aments?

The cleavage it appears, is ‘usually
between clergymen over 40 years of
age and those below.

A large proportion of the young
men are pacifists who would not even
succor wounded soldiers on the ground
that to do so is to take part in war.

Among the older clergy are a ma-
jority who are strong supporters of
the League of Nations, who uphold
sanctions, and who would approve of
the use of armed forces in case of
need. -

Conflict exists over what pacifism
is, since thess for the most part call
themselves pacifists also.

It is difficuit to arrive at estimates
of the strength of the various groups
within the free churches, but after
discussions with well-informed per-
sons it would sem that about o tenth
to a fifth are extreme pacifists.

All the monkeys—four pairs were
used in 24 tests daily for more than
a month—pulled the lever when thers
was food in the cup. They pulled just
as regularly when the cup was empiy.

Then a screen was placid
the cup and the monkey who did the
pulling. The monkey in the other
uzo,abletnmtho!oodvlklvu
shielded from its partner, evidences
excitement to which monkey No. 1
paid no attention.

Next one Monkey was removed
from his cage. His partner pulled
food into the empty cage as readily
as when it was occupied.
