PLAN TO REBUILD

Fire destroyed the Canadian Sem-
olina Co. factory at Port Dover on
Saturday evening, in one of the lar-
gest fires in this distnict for some
tinte. The blaze was plainly visible
at Jarvis and many motored to the
scene of the conflagration.

The fire was discovered by Chas.
Ivey who lives near the mill, around
ten o'clock. Port Dover firemen
nded to the alarm immediately
sent in, but were helpless in saving
the building, which was of frame
construction.

The loss was estimated by A. W.
Milne, owner of the property and
mill manager to e around $52,000.
The value of the building was esti-
mated at $25,000 and stocks of cer-
eals stored in the building made up
the balance.

The company are engaged in the
manufacture of various types of cer-
eals and purchase large quantities of
locally. It is understood the
plant will be rebuilt this year.
