They soon disappear with the fre-
quent cuttings which prevent furth-
er seeding. Two weeds, namely
dandelions and plantain, however, do

of any suggested remedy for plan-
tains except spudding, which while
it is a very laborious task, is at pre-
sent the only remedy available. For
the control of dandelions, a spray
consisting of a twenty-five per cent
solution of sulphate of iron is fre-
quently recommended and, if contin-
ued for a few years, may result in
it.he partial control of this weed. The

| This method of control is woRth a
iriai anywhere. If it fails, resort
;;9 sudding is certain to give results
|if practised assiduously. As many
weeds do nol like an acid soil, in
;\'.vhich most lawn grasses will ﬂl)ur-
iish, improvement in weed control
,may be obtained by refraining from
the use of manure or lime. Instead
use the fertilizer mixture previously
referred to. This, acccmpanied by
top dressings of peat mull or any
acgd peat material will aid in cre-
ating an acid condition unsuitable
to many weeds.

Rolling
A well kept lawn needs some roll-
ing. In early spring, before the
layvn gets too dry, a good rolling
will assist in levelling down and re-
peated rollings during the summer
will keep it in good condition. Roll-
ing when the ground is dry or hard
is of little avail; it should be prac-
tised after a rain or a heavy water-

the same ievei as beioie DEINg mMoV-
ed. Comb out all roots with the:
fingers, so that they lie in a natural
horizontal position, not bent under
or cramped. Work good soil around
the roots, and firm down to within
two inches of the surface. Fill this
depression two or three times with
water and when finally settled, fill
in with earth. Scatter.a two inch
layer of well rotted manure for a
foot or two around the tree for best
results.
