Judging from the preliminary estiv

According to
these estimates, the total consump-
tion of butter in Canada in 1938, in-
cluding both dairy and creamery
make, was 356,797,062 pounds, with
the per capita consumption at 31.83
pounds. In 1937, the per capita
consumpiion was 3Z.31 pounds. The
estimated output of creamery butter
in 1938 was 266,886,900 pounds,

made a total of 371,962,900 pounds,
an increase of 16,822,154 peuads, oi
4.7 per cent, over the previous yeai.
The consumption of cheese in Can-
ada in 1938 is cstimated preliminar-
ilv at 40.555.515 pounds. which re-!

basis. The per capital consumption
of cheese in Canada in 1937 was 3.58
pounds. The estimate of the pro-
duction of faciory cheese in 1838
