" teurization of Milk
Province Wide

FOURTEEN VILLAGES ADDED
BY RECENT ORDER-IN-
COUNCIL

The compulsory pasteurization of
all milk sold in the Village of Jarvis,
will -become effective according to
the iaws of the Province of Ontario
on June 30th next. The decision of
the Hepburn administration to ex-
tend the scope of this section of the
public health act, to include several
Villages and parts of several Town-
ships, is an indication of the import-
ance in which Milk Pasteurization in
the safeguarding of public health is
held by the Government. Unti)
this year only municipalities of more
than 1000 popuiation were affected,
and although the Government ex-
pressed their intention of extending
the scope of the law to smaller mun-
jcipalities as conditions warranted,
it was hardly looked for, to be made
effective here this year.

Other Villages affected by the re-
cent Order-in-Council include: Bloom
field, Braeside, Brusseis, Port Carl-
ing, Crystal Reach. Newecastle. Ports
mouth, Stirling, Streetsville, Thame
esville, Wellington, Wheatley and
Woodvilel  Although parts of sev-
eral Townships are included, none
are in this immediate area.

The amendment added to the Pub-
lic Health Act, concerning the Pas-
teurization of Milk is as follows:

(1) No person shall sell, offer for
sale, or deliver in any City or town,
or in any other municipality or
