A new system of handiing - the
seed crop of alfalfa red clover, al-
sike and aisike and white clover mix
tures has recently been announce_d
by the Special Products Board. This
is of immediate interest to Haldi-
mand producers. Very briefly it i3
proposed to handle al! seed through
a central office or through local seed
dealers acting as agents for the cen-
¢tral office. The present ceilings
will stay in effect and any profits
made either on the domestic or ex-
port market will be pro-rated to the
roducer in proportion to amount of
seed haualed.
