Bruce Pollock
Gives Life In

Air Service

Was Wingei_ly Govenor-
General At Graduation

Often Visited—ﬁrandpaents

Official word that Flying Officer
Bruce L. Pollock, son of Mrs. J. A.
Pollock, 43 St. Catharine street, St.
Thomas, had been killed while in air
service on June 17th, came as a de-
finite shock to his friends in this dis-
trict who knew Bruce Pollock throu-
gh his visits to his grandparents Mr.
William Parkinson and the late Mrs.
Parkinson. He will be remembered
here for his athletic ability ard fine
character and persoiility. The
tragic message was received by his
mother Saturday afternoon. I
contained no information as to
where Flying Officer Pollock met
his death but he is helieved to have
been in North Africa or the Middle
East, piloting the famous Reaufignt
ers. In a letter written to his
mother, on May 16th he stated that
he and his navigator were in Lon-
don, England, on a nine days’ leave
while waiting for their new plane
and ithat then they would be taking
vii for a distant operating base.

By a strange coincidence, Flying
Officer Pollock’s navigator is a St
Catharines, Ont. young man, well-
known to Flying Officer Pollock’s
brother, Wilfred Pollock, chartered
accountant of St. Catharines. Mr.
Poliock sent word to his mother
that the young navigator’s wife in
St. Catharines had received word
that her husband had been serious-
ly injured, which would suggest
that Flying Officer Pollock may
have been killed in a crash landing.

BRIEF NOTES FOR THE
BUSY FARMER

— By Haldimand Harry —

What to do with those unsowr
fields is a vexatious problem that
must be faced these days. We
have heard it suggested that in
some cases the growth of grass is
such that a reasonably good crop of
hay can be cut. Perhaps so al-
though it might not be the easiesi
crop to cut. A survey of the whole
situationwould seem to result in &
general recommendation of summer
fallowing these fields and preparing
a reasonable acreage for fall wheat.

vVvy

Such procedure will do a number
of things. First and perhaps fore-
most it will control the weeds.
Secondiy it will conserve moisture
(if that be needed this year) and
make the field much easier to work
later on. Certainly if any thought
is given to plowing the field again
the fallowing will make this job
much easier.

It is not unlikely that a consider-
able acreage will be sown to fall
wheat this year. This may not be
a bad practice to follow either.

Advance reports from some quai-
ters peint to a probable scarcity of
some kinds of clover seed particu-
larly alsike and red clover and
possibly alfalfa. This makes it im-
portant for Haldimand farmers to
give their seed fields a bit of extra
care inis year. Now is a good time

to start rogueing them. Every
noxious weed should be eliminated
from the field and particularly
those that cannot easily be cleaned
from the seed. :

Rogueing seed fields is of course
a good practice to follow any year
but this year the weeds seeined o
get a head start and are likely to
give more trouble than ever. A few
hours now during the growing sea-
son will pay big dividends at har-
vest time.

Weeds on roadsides came in for a
lengthy discussicn at the Ananual
Weed Meeting last week. Opinion
varied on the advisability of permit-
ting stock to pasture. It is true
that in certain seasons tramping
would do a great deal of damage and
also in our age of speed there would
be danger from traffic. No pastur
ing of cattle is permitted on the
provincial highways.

Dr. Stephen related that in his
native township of East Missouri a
lccal by-law permitted the pastur-
ing of roadsides for a limited num-
ber of hours each evening provid-
ing the_cattle or other stock were
herded. This proved to be an ec-
onomical method of keeping :nany
troublesome weeds in check. Wil-
mof township in Waterloo is ano-
ther example of roadside pasturing.
