PAPER-SAVING SUGGESTION

NO EXACT statistics are available on the
number of individual liquor permits issued
this year by the Liquor Control Board of On-
tario. One purchased last month bore a serial
number in the seven hundred thousands, so it is
probable that, after allowance is made for cop-
ies of this interesting little publication still re-
maining in the hands of dealers, the total issue
to date is well over half a million. It is also
probable that the provincial revenue from their
sale has increased over previous years although
the unit price hgs been reduced, because ration-
ripled or gquadrupled the

number of permit-holders.

Ti the present ration remains in force, there
will be enough space in each book at its
expiry date, next March 3ist, to record all le-
gal purchases that an individual might make
for the next six years. The expensive safety
paper on which the books are printed will then
be scraped and valuable manpower will he wast-
ed in paper mills and printing houses to put a
new edition of the book in the hands of a thirs-
ty public. 2

As the liitile books are well bound, they
would not greatly deteriorate in the course of
another year or two. There seems to be no
reason why they should not be allowed to re-
main in force for the duration of the war.

It would be a popular move if the Liquor
Control Board were also to forgo any fee for
renewing the permits.  After all, the province
is making a handsome profit on sales. Exact-
ing an additional fee from potential customers
has always appeared to be a piece of question-
able commercial ethics.

CHILDREN OUT AT NIGHT-

JUVENILE delinquency has increased to

a considerable extent as the war has pro-
gressed. In many localities it has been sug-
gested that more action be taken to control
the sitnation. One step would be the more
rigid enforcement of the present law with re-
gard to children loitering at night,

“1. No child shall loiter in any public place
after nine o’clock in the afternoon or pe in any
piace of public resort or entertainment after
that hour unless accompanied by his parent or
guardian or an adult appointed by the parent
or guardian tc accompany siich child.

“2. A child found violating the provisions
of subsection 7 may be warned by any consta-
ble or probation officer or officer of a Child-
ren’s Aid Society, and if such warning is not
regarded, or after such warhing the child is
again found disobeying the provisions of this
section, such child may be taken by the con-
stable or officer to his home or to the chiid-
ren’s shelter.

“2. A parent who permits his chiid to vio-
fate this section shall upon summary conviction
thereof for the first offence incur a ‘penalty of
$1. without costs, and for a second offcice $2.
and for a third or any subsequent offence, $5.”
