The tenden-
cy has been to feature egg size until
now many eggs are too large for the
standard size trays and fillers and
as a consequence there is a consider-
able loss through breakage. The
time seems to have come when spe-
cial emphasizes must be placed on
the production of a standard two
ounce egg or else develop a variety
of sizes in containers.

if we are looking to the export

market as an outlet for our surplus
eggs, then a large volume of uniform
size two ounce eggs s considerably
more important than the same vol-
ame in a variety of sizes. After all
it is more economical to produce a
standard two ounce egg as the big-
ger the egg the fewer that are pro-
duced. Then too, no market export
or domestic has yet paid a premium

for oversize eggs in any way equal
with their weight.

Haldimand hog producers market-
ed 1,078 carcasses during the month
of Ju ly.

The guestion of giving pastures a
chance to survive winter seems to be
pretty well taking care of itself this
year. During recent weeks there
has been an abundant growth and
with the excess moisture it is rather
unwise to turn cattle on to pastures,
particularly new ones, because of
damage by punching the soil.
Someone has pointed out that
grasses and clovers must have an
extensive and vigorous root system
tc produce as they should. Root
growth depends on the manufacture
of food material in the top growth.
If through over grazing or cutting
too short the top growth is not al-
lowed to grow the roots will be stunt
ed and weakened. This in turn pre-
vents a good top growth. The best
way to kill a perennial weed is to
keep the top cut off. Useful peren-
nials are weakened in the same way
Getting rid of the “bottoms” is a
good practice to follow in any live
stock production activities. This is
a good rule to follow in milk produc-
tion. Sell the poor cows and feed
the remaining feed to the better
cows. The same thing holds in the
poultry flock. Now that our birds
are going into winter quarters is a

time to cull severely and elim-
inate those birds which have no in-
dication of being able tc produce
profitably. There is a good mark-
et for the cull birds and there is no
object in keeping “boarders” around.
