View Forum

On Monday, November 29th, the
Erie View Farm Forum met at the
home of Mr. and Mrs. Reg. Hedges,
Nanticoke.

Following the Farm Radio Forum
Broadcast of the topic “I See By The
Paper” the twenty members present
divided into two discussion groups.
For each of four types of papers the
following questions were asked (1)
How well do you think the paper ful-
fills it's special purpose ? and (2)
How could each serve you better ?

The first group decided that the
daily paper provided excellent news
coverage but suggested that there be
less emphasis on crime; a point by
point record of happenings in the
Commons and the Legislature; and
an attempt be made to improve rural
urban relations regarding costs of
production, marketing, etc.

In  considering privately-owned
farm papers, it was agreed that these:
do give the latest agricultural dev-
elopments and market reports but
more scientific information; reporis
of new developments in the United
States, and an interchange of ideas
were recommended. ‘e

The second group, discussing the
local town weekly were heartily un—
animous that it is doinz a splendid
job for its size, but it was felt that
more, keen, local reporters could over
come a deficiency in reports of localk
and community activities.

The decision reached concerning:
I'publications of farm and co-operative.
organizations was that such con-
cerns should publish monthly the
philosophy and policy of the co-op-
erative movement.

When the groups rejoined, the
findings of each were read and a
brief but enthusiasiic discussion of
the Haldimand Co-operative Medical
Association ensued.
