Of Birth At
Club Meeting

The members of the Jarvis Lions
Club were given a first hand descrip-
tion of the City of -South Shieids,
England, at the regular meeting on
Monday night by Lion Bob Lysch.

South Shields is located in * the
County of Durham in the necrth-east
section of England and is located on
the River Tyne. Although having
a population of 114,000 people Shields
is known as a Town. Regardless of
population municipalities in England
are not given the title of City unless
they have a Cathedral.

Shields derived it’s name from the
early custom of the citizens in evap-
orating salt on the beaches in kettles
which were known as Shields. Lo-
tcated on the River Tyne the Town’s
chief industry is Shipbuilding. Many
famous vessels have been built at
Shields including the first Maritania
which for thirty-six years held the
Atlantic record. Another famcus
ship, “launched about 1913, was the
Queen Mary. Shields suffered from
a depression following the first Great
War. Due to the vulnerability of”
the Tyne River to air attack, much
of the major shipbuilding was moved
to the west ccast anc to the Clyde
River ltin Scotland. This brought
great hardship to many of the citi-
zens who for years existed on the!
Dole. 3
