sion of advertising and merchandis-
ing as they affect producers and con-
sumers.
¢ It took no discussion to affirm that
advertising of food products is in
the best interests of hoth producers
and consumers. The reasons. how-
{ever, were not so readily forthcom-
ing.
| It was thought that the producer
lshould advertise his milk, fresh
!fruits and vegetables, etc., stressing
them as essentials to a balanced diet
and consequent good health, for, as
all know, health is the nation’s main
asset. There is definitely insuffic-
'ient advertising of this type. Com-l
mercial products are persistently and
! effectively advertised, yet large scale
advertising of fresh, home-grown |
food products is relatively ignored.

The consumer, in nis turn, should
ve constantly educated to put these
foods essential to health at the top
of his budget. Such educationai
;advertising wouid benefit both pro-
'ducer and consumer.

| Attractive merchandising, too,
would greatly increase the sale-abil-

ity of foods. Large groceterias, for
instance, can, by appealing to the
eye, sell almost any product they
wish.

However, merchandising starts
with the farmer, who should make
his-produce and livestock as attract-
ive as possible for the market.

A suggestion was that milk pro-
ducers might form an agency to han-
dle the milk, making it possible to
grade the product and receive proper
value for it. R.O.P. was also dis-
cussed as a means of building up the
marketahility of cattle.
