The burning of straw, corn stalks,

Only the minerals, mainly
potash and a little lime and phos-
rhorus remain in the ash The cul-
tivation and removal of crops re-
duces the supply of both nitrogen
and organic matter in our heavy clay
soils which are already deficient in
these materials.
