vastating loss it can cause. These
erops should be sprayed or dusted
jmmediately for late blight control
and repeated at weekly interva}s S0
long as the wet weather continues.

Late Blight can best be recognized
by the dull green water-soaked pat-
ches which appear on the leaves.
These patches do not seem to have
any definite borders and during moi-
st weather such as we have had dur-
ing the past two weeks, they tend
to enlarge and a white downy fungus
growth may be seen on the under
surface. The leaves frequently bli-
ght rapidly and dry up, but do not
turn yellow.

Tomato vines also are attacked
and dull dark patches develop. Dur-
ing moist weather, these patches
may girdle the vine and cause rapid
blighting.

The fruit too, may be attacked and
at any stage of development. Gen-
erally it is first seen on the exposed
side of the tomato where a gray
green water-soaked area will develop
and this soon turns to a dirty brown
