ty, to 'enclose you his petition for
presenting to the Governor in Coun-

petition is accompanied by Mr. De
Cew’s certificate, he being a Provin-
cial Surveyor. I have the honour

to be, Sir. your obedient and humble !

Mr. DeCew further stated that La-
vine lived on a part of the adjoining
lot No. 8, and certified him to be an
enterprising and useful settler, re-
commending him to get the 100 acres
for 200 Pounds.

There is a governmental notation
on the back of Lavine’s petition, stat
that the lot was described for
Patent, about' the year 1800 in the
name of Capt. David McFall, U.E.
(Loyalist), but the description is
marked “returned the 18th Febru-
ary, 1802, being dead” ,and no pa-
tent was ever completed. A spe-
cial sale of these lands to Lavine
was refused.

‘The patent for this property was
actually issued on April 5, 1856 to
Thomas Brock Fuller, who sold same
to John and James Lindsay, on Nov-
ember 2, 1860.

In conclusion the writer is of the
opinion, that this land was originally
set aside for Captain David McFall,
for services rendered by him to the
Crown during the Revolutionary war
and that, by virtue of his decease
(note different dates of deaih men-
tioned), his right thereto, was allow-
ed to lapse.

It is difficult to surmise who cut
off the heavy timber, in the first in-
stance, but it may very well be as-
sumed that it was cut for the require
ments of the British Navy.

Probably Edward Wood was noth-
ing more than a squatter on the
property, and when he gave a Quit
Claim of the same to James Howey,
it had little legal significance.

Apparently Mr. Howey's peqt:o'n
was refused, as had Mr. Lavine's
been turned down shortly before.
There is some hint that the lands
were to be auctioned, presumably to
give everybody an equal chance to
buy, and that may be how Mr. F‘u}ler
acquired title thereto. The writer
is under the impression that Mr.
Fuller was a minister and that he
later became the first Anglican Bish-
op of the Diocese of Niagara.
