After Car Hit '!elephone Pole

Ashleigh Reid, 29. Accountant. of
Simcoe, and Mr D. Galbraith, Proprie
tor of Gaibraith Motors, Delhi, died
from injuries when the car in which:
they were riding struck a telephone”
pole, two miles north of Jarvis short—
ly before seven o’clock on Tuesday
night No other car was involved
in the accident.

According to William McMurchy.
who resides a short distance fromm
the scene of the accident, the car’
appeared to slip on the pavemsent:
and went out of control before strik-
ing the telephone pole. A guy pole
was broken off and both men were
thrown out of the car, a 1951 Ford.
Both men were alive when heip ar-
rived on the ne but }
shortly after. A St. John’s Ambu-
lance Nurse airived shortly after
the accident happened and adminis-
tered what aid she could. By the
time Dr. E. M. Jones, of Jarvis: and
Dr. Powell of Hagersville reached
the scene, however, both men were
dead.

Light snow was falling at the time
of the accident making the highway
treacherous as it covered icy spots.
It was thought that the car had hit
such a spot and went out of control.
It was not known which of the twor
men was driving the car, although it
was considered likely that Galbraithr
was the driver.
Provincial Constable Leonard Reid
of the Haldimand Detachment inves—
tigated the accident.
