mong the owners of farm woodlots

thztthewoodlotcanbeasourceof
continued income. The method i
simple — merely give the woodlot
the benefit of sound business man-
agement that is accorded the rest of
the farm.

One woodlot owner in Walpole
Township recently provided a case
in point. He owns ten acres of

bush which contains trees of all siz-

es, many big enough to cut. He
decided to cash in on his timper crop
and contacted the Department of
Lands and Forests at Saint Williams
The ne Forecaster visited the
woodlof, marked all trees big enough
to market and supplied the owner
with an estimate of how many thous-
and feet of timber there were oD
the ten acres. The owner then con-
tacted several buyers, studied their
offers, and finally sold the markec
timber for $1500.00. When this
timber has been removed, there is 2
second crop assured in a few years
because all the young, vigorous trees
will be left uncut. Furthermore
and probably most important of all
his woodlot is mot pastured, so nature
will be able to restock the openings
left after the big trees have been re-
moved.

This owner showed a marked de-
gree of inteiiigence i managing h'r
woodlot. Compare this case te one
recently in which an cwner sold his
five acres of woodlot for $200.00, no'
having any idea of its true value
The buyer removed 15000 feet of
lumber from these five acres, and ir
the bargain took the small trees for
cord wood. This owner now has
five acres of slash, which will not bz
productive again for more than ¢
lifetime.
