MUST SUPPORT HOSPITAL —

THE JARVIS AND DISTRICT Community Chest
Fund Committee decided wisely, we think, to inciude in o
the appeal this year and for the next two succeeding years
an objective of $1,000. for the Norfolk General Hospital
Expansion Campaign.
Without reciting statistics it is a well known fact that
Hospital accommeodation throughout Canada is at a prem-
ium these days. This situation has been aggravated by a

oramring nonsslation
srowing popuiation

services arising from the plans for prepaid hospital care.

There may be some, but certainly not many, who seek hos-
pitalization without really needing it and it is apparent to
anyone that more hospital accommodation must be pro-
vided.

There are many arguments as (o how hospitals should
be financed. Some maintain they should be self sustain-
ing institutions. No doubt they could be if the element of
mercy was eliminated from the policy of operating. But
1t cannot be said that anyone needing hospital care has
ever been refused admission to a Canadian hospital through
inability to pay. Others feel that larger Provincial and
Federal grants should take care of hospital overdrafts and
expansion programs. If this means of financing Wwere
studied to its logical conclusion we think it would be a-
greed that such a method would not be conducive to the
maximum efficiency that now exists.

The alternative is to appeal to the generosity of the
citizens for voluntary contributions in each hospital area.
Jarvis and Walpole are both included in the area created
by the Ontario Department of Health to be serviced by
the Norfolk General Hospital and it seems to us that we,
being citizens of that area, have a definite responsibility
in regard to the present expansion campaign. We all hope -
we will never have to use the facilities of the Norfelk
General Hospital but the fact remains its facilities are
being taxed beyond normal limits day in and day out by
our neighbours in the area and we never know when we
too may have to seek admission.

There can be no price tag placed on human life and
by the same token we must not place a price tag on the
value of our hospital to the community.

room work. Finally, the rural teas
‘cher needs as much money as her
urban sisters in order that she may
dress as well and thus mingle with
them without any feeling of inferior-
ity.

In years past the rural teacher has
rested on a pedestal — but hers was
a most disturbed rest. Her every
action was open to criticism and she
was seldom at ease. Besides her
heavy school responsibility, she was
expected to participate in and very
often lead, almost any type of com-~
munity activity. Are those times
changing ? Are we accepting the
teacher as a person — very oftem
one far from home who needs to be-
welcomed and set at ease ? Are
we inviting her to community organ-
izations and activities, leaving her-
participation to her own interests-
and time ? Are we making the-
community and its life attractive to-
the teacher so that she will want to
rémain in it and not just use it as a
stepping stone ? 3

As in all walks of life, there are
misfits, but a real teacher who has
been endowed with the God-given
!ability to teach others, has a natur-
ally keen inteerst in all people, and
will want to mingle with the com-
munity in its social activities With:
the increased screening of students,
and also with the possibility of inten—
sified requirements and qualfica—
tions for teaching certificates, ik
should not be too many years before:
all teachers are of comparable gqual—
ity and worthy of equal salaries bas-—
ed on experience.
