\Educational Tour

Through her achievements in the
field of agriculiure, Vera Jaques
won one of the Hamilton Spectator
lawards which was a tour of several
States in the U.S. She returned
from that tour last week and was
enthusiastic about what she saw.

Thirty members of the Haldimand
Historical Society were guests of
members of the Port Dover Society
on Monday afternoon on a planned
tour of the places of historical in-
terest in the largest inland freshwa-
ter fishing port in the world.
