Starvation symptoms in aningals
are readily observed but unfortunate
ly the symptoms in plants are not so
easily recognized. One of the caus-
es of starvation in plants is over—
grazing or too frequent removal of
leaves. Starvation caused by this
means occurs commonly in grass and
legume pastures. Like all plants,
grasses and legumes manufacture i
their leaves the sugars and starchess
they require. The leaf surface is
the food “factory” and the imme-
diate effect of clipping by animals
or machine is to reduce the size of
this factory. The plant thus sets
about to rebuild its factory. This
rebuilding process requires more
energy than the reduced leaf surface
can supply and the reserve or stored
food must be used. With these
facts it is readily realized that if
grasses and legumes are grazed too
closely, the plants simply cannot
manufacture their food requirements.
for normal growth.

Overgrazing at any time of the
year is serious but particularly so in
the fall From early fall onward
grasses and legumes normally store
food in their roots.. This food is re-
quired during the winter months
when the plants are hibernating. It
is also required for the start of
spring growth. Overgrazing in the
fall results in an increased danger-
of winter killing and weak growth
the next year. This is particulariy
the case in the legumes.

is by grazing moderately. Grass:
