Thousands of Canadians have al-
l ready taken a new oath of allegiance.
;This applies to provincial lieutenant-
governcrs, provincial cabinet minis-
|tera. judges, officers of the armed
forces and all public servants hold-
ing office by the King’'s commission.
Senators and bers of the H
,of Commons must take the oath too,
and will do so when parliament re-
convenes.

Prime Minister St. Laurent was a-
wakened early on February 6th, to be
given the news of the King’s death.
He hurried to the parliament build.
ings and sent off to London messag-
;eaormnf' e to members of the
Royal Family. To the new Queen
Elizabeth he sent a message cxpress-
ing Canada’s earnest desire to sup-
port and uphold her in the great res-
ponsibilities she now assumes

The Prime Minister told reporters
that External Affairs Minister Pear-
son then flying to London enroute to
a North Atlantic Council meeting in
Lisbon, would represent Canada at
the King’s funeral. A'so attending
will be Rt. Hon. Vincent Massey, de-
signat:d as Canada’s first native-
born governor-general and a personal
friend of the King, ' who cancelled
plans to sail for Canada.

Mr. St. Laurent said it is not ex-
pected the royal death will zlter
plans to open parliamznt February 28
Mr: Massey will fly back to Canada
and will be sworn in, in time to pre-
side as the new Queen’s representa-
tive at the parliamentary opening.

gh a span-of 54 years. It was-Mr.
William E. Foulke who gave Mr. Jon-
es his first instructions on the art of
ushering, including the injunction~
“Never touch the ladies on ihe arm.”
At Mr. Jones’ request, Mr. Frank
Hagemeyer, Mr. Henry Hill Pierce,
Mr. William B. Olmsted, Jr., and
many others served on the ushering’
staff. =

On May 27, 1945, a ceremony was
held in Memorial House to commemo-
rate Mr. Jones’ half century of ser—
vice as an usher. Mr. Charles C.
Burlingham, Senior Warden, present-
ed him with a silver cigarette box om
behalf of the rector, wardens, ves-
trymen. and parishioners as “a sym-
bol of our affection,” saying that “T
think you and I are witnessing a re—
birth in. the spirit of St. George’s as
a community, rather than an insti-
tution, and you are the very center
of the community.”

Duty on Sunday morning is buf
one of Mr. Jones’ coatributions tor
St. George's For more than four
decades he has been a member of the
Church Pacoration Committee, andl
was chairrnan and treasurer a large:
part of that time. This year, as al—
ways, he purchased the greens which:
decorated the Church at Christmas
and supervised .the hanging of the
laurel ropes.

If Mr. Jones is one of St. George’ss
most faithful laymen, he is also one>
of its greatest organizers and presss
agents. Among the many affairs
to which he has lent his talents,
three stand out.
