The
Queen Orb owes its origin to Mary, wife of William of Orange, whe
insisted on a joint occupation of the Throne. The King’s Orb is the
larger, and is of polished gold stidded with large pearls, rubies,
sapphires and emeralds. It is piaced in the King’s right hand im-
mediately after the King has put on the Royal Robe.
