The Haldimand County Council
approved plans for major extensions
and remodelling of the Haldimand
County Home for the aged at a spe-
cial session on Monday.

The tender of O. C. Teal & Sons, of
Fort Erie, was accepted. This ten-
der calls for the expenditure of $288
540.00, - which is broken down into
two parts - $279,900.00 for new con-
struction and $8,640.00 for revisions
to the existing heating system.

In addition to the construction ten
der further expenditures approved
included: Furnishings, $15,000; Kit-
chen equipment $13,000 Laundry
equipment $5,000; Contingency Fund
$6,500; A Landscaping - $500.; Legal
Fees, debenture costs, etc., $3,660.

On the basis of the approved ex-
penditure the cost per bed for new
construction would be approximately
$6,100.00 and the unit cost per square
foot approximately $12.00.

A total expenditure of $350,000.00
on the project has been approved by
the Department of Public Welfare
for Grant purposes.

The decision of the Council to pro-
ceed with the extension of facilities
at Grandview Lodge resulted from
the continuing rising costs of main-
taining patients in private nursing
homes and hospitals. While the
expenditure is a major one for the
County it is pointed out that over a
period of years the new facilities will
result in substantial savings to fhe
taxpayers. The matter has been
under consideration by the Council
for several years and the Home Com
mittée, under the chairmanship of
Reeve George Ramsey, of Dunn
Township, have spent considerable
t'me investigating facilities in other
parts of the Province which are pro-
viding the best scrvice in this res-
pect.

The fee of . the architect, A. B.
Scott is estimated at $17.300.00 fig-
ured on a percentage basis on_the
overall cost and. this represents the
largest expense item aside from the
actual construction.
