Secrets of outer space will

wonderful new $300,000 radio-
telescope — the largest in the
world — which has been erect-
¢ on a remote hillside in New |
England. l

This radio “ear” has a sixty- ’
foot antenna, a huge precision- ’
wade aluminum bowl weighing |
8000 lbs., centred on a cenical |
pier set in a concrete founda-
tion twelve feet deep.

The telescope is designed for
listening to the faint crackling
of radio signals sent back by
the cosmic gases of outer space.
By studying these signals, the
sstronomers will be able to
trace features of the universe
that are hidden from ordinary
felescopes which work with
visible light.

The new telescope is control-
led by motors that car turn and
tilt it to face any part of the
sky and that can drive it to
keep pace with the stars. As-
tronomers are already calling
it “a new window on the uni-
verse ”

In
some cases funds are subscribed
to enable a local lad or lass to
make good but nearly all are
self-sponsored and will pay out
of pocket from $200 upward for
the privilege.

The minimum amount that
can be spent on an attempt is
made up of $150 for the hire of
‘accompanying boat and pilot;
$45 for the boat during train-
ing swims; and $15 for special
food, chart and- covering grease.
