May I respectfully present the re-

port for Haldimand County School
Heal

th Service for the year 1956:
The definition of health that is

commonly used to-day is, Health is a

state of complete physical, mental,
and social well being. Not mervely
the absence of disease or infirmity.

We as Public Health Nurses are
endeavoring to have the children of
today become good healthy citizens
of Canada.

We hold immunization clinics - in
the different schools. During the

year inoculations have been giv-
en for the prevention of Small-pox,
whooping cough, diphtheria and tet-
anus. also ofipils in Elementary and
Secondary schools and pre-school
children six months and older are
receiving poliomyelitis vaccihe. The
co-operation given by the parents is
excellent.

A very important phase of our
work is the home visiting- when we
are in touch with the mother, talking
with her regarding her own partic-
ular child. Each mother has a dif-
ferent problem. Whatever the pro-
blem may be a visit to the home
helps a great deal.

The parents are invited to bring
pre-school children who are to enter
school in September to the school in
June of each yesr. These children
are given a specizl physical inspec-
tion by the nurse and are registered
for school in September. If there is
any indication of a defect or trouble
of any kind the nurse advises the
parent to take her child to their own
f; physician. As a result many
defects are discovered and attended
to before the child enters school.

All school children are given a
special physical inspection before en-
tering school and again before leav-
ing school. A health inspection

given each child once a year. A vis-
ion test is given to grade 1, 4, 8, and
any other child referred to the nurse
by the teacher or parent. A rapid
inspection is done after vacation, for
the purpose of detecting any com-
