Ottawa, June 25th—An application
seeking approval to increase telephone
rates was filed today with the Board
}of Transport Commissioners for Can-
ada by The Bell Telephone Company

Canada.

The proposed increases for resi-
dence telephone rates range from 16
to 45 cents per month, and for bus-
iness service from 15 cents to $1.65
per month. Increases in some long
distance charges are also requested.

The proposed revisions in Bell Tel-
ephone’s rates would affect the users
of the company’s telephone services
throughout Ontario and Quebec. The
company requests the board to make
the new rates effective “at he earl-
iest possible date. ;

The hearing of the company's ap-
plication will open in Ottawa on Tues-
day morning, September 16th.

In a letter to Bell Telephone share-
holders, which is being mailed to-
night under the signature of Thomas
W. Eadie, the company's president,
it is stated that a gross increase
in operating revenues of 16 million is
being sought.

Tn explaining why the company is
again applying for revised rates, fol-
lowing the federal cabinet’s order of
April 29 rescinding the January 10
judgment of the Board o: Transport
Commissioners which awarded the
company higher rates, Mr. Eadie's
letter says:

must retain the confidence of invest-
ors through a sound approach to fin-
ancial as well as other management
problems. Early rate relief is essen-
tial if we are to preserve this con-
fidence, and to operate and develop
our services in a way that will sat-
isfy the needs of our customers.

“To achieve the level of earnings
of $2.43 per share, which had been
approved by the Board of Transport
Commissioners, an increase in net in-
come of some $8 million is required.
Because of the effect of taxes, this
necessitates a gross increase in oper-
ating revenues of $16 million.”

The proposed increases in long dist-
ance rates—within Ontario and Que-
bec only—are largely in person-to-
person calling. Adjustments are pro-
posed in initial period rates for per-
