The impressively rapid developinent
>f the skill of Canadian competitors
s bringing Canada to the forefront
in still another international sport.
Recent achievements of several Can-
adian drivers in the U.S., Bahamas,
England and Furope bring Canada’s
green and white colours sincere res-
pect in sports motor car racing.
Though with an international history
of over half a century the sport has
only seriously developed in Canada
within the last five years or so; nev-
artheless, the high competence of local
drivers makes them fearsome con-
tenders ‘vherever sports cars race.
Sports car racing is primarily a sum-
mer sport, but even to date in this
yea’s short season, a worthy record
has been written. Though Alan
Miller and Ed. Leavens were unable
to attend Sebring and attempt a re-
petition of their class win of 1957, the
large meet at Cumberiand, Md., saw
Bill Sadler of St. Catharines take
third against the most formidable
opposition in the eastern U.S., while
Tom Gilmour of Toronto drove strong
ly and finished well in his slightly
outclassed and dated Lotus. In the
meet at Dunkirk, N.Y., Bill Sadler
drove to a runaway victory in the
unlimited class, with Ed. Leavens of
London a charging third after a2 fif-
teen second penalty midway" through
the short race. The final at Dunkirk
saw Sadler retire from a commanding
iead with mechanical trouble, but
Leavens took hig Corvette to secoq(
place onyl 16 seconds in an hour’s
racing behind a modified Ferarri.
June 28th again saw Sadler winning,
cutclassing all contenders in the Wat.
kin’s Glen meet in his own home built

ial.

And these only confirmed the re-
sults of 1957. Wins, class ‘or over-
all, were scored by Canadian drivers
at Sebring, Fla., Lime Rock, Conn.,
Brighton, Eng., and many lesser
tracks. At Watkins Glen in 1957,
five Canadian drivers against a field
of 220, many of them top-name driv-
ers in incredibly fast and expensive
machines, took two seconds overall,
two seconds in make and a third in
class.

Most spectacular of all is the fact
that in foreign races, Canadians often
find themselves in badly outclassed
machines. Sports car racing is an
amateur sport, the drivers receiving
no pay nor prize money. In the
U.S., many drivers are heavily sub-
sidized and presented by wealthy
sportsmen, or dealers or importers,
anxious for publicity, with the best
racing automobiles available. In
Britain and Europe, racing is nom-
inally professional, Canadian victor-
ies are bought of surpasisng skill and
spectacular performance.

And this excelelnce has a two-fold
result. Canadian race meets now
increasingly attract large American
entries; the locations are convenient
and, far more important, the com-
petition is strong. =~ And as a result,
the presence of the foreign compe-
tition improves Canadian racing as
iocal competitors pit themselves a-
gainst the top drivers from the south.

The growing stature of Canadian
competition is becoming increasingly
evident locally. An experimental in-
vitational relay race at Harewood
this spring brought entries from as
far as Chicago; an unofficial pre-
liminary test meet at Greenacres
track, near Goderich, drew a heavy
U.S. entry virtually without pub-
licity. Even stiffer competition is
expected at Greenacres on their of-
ficial opening date of July 5th.

Sports Car Races at
Harewood Saturday

Expect Ldrge—a\;; of U.S. and
Canadian Competitors

The top expectations, however, are
reserved for the Harewood meet of
July 19th where Canada’s senior mo-
tor racing club will present their
annual summer race on Canada’s sen-
ior sports car track.

A full programme ‘of events is
planned by the sponsoring British
Empire Motor Club of Toronto, oper-
ators of the Harewood track. A to-
tal of nine races running from 9.45
in the morning to 4.30 in the after-
noon is planned, with something for
every driver. An unlimited and
Canada Class event will lead off the
programme, the latter a class of fast
inexpensive, home-built specials pio-
neered by the British Empire Motor
Club and now adopted throughout
Canada. Three production sports
car races will follow with a fourth
combined with one of the two modi-
fied sports car races. Eighth race
will be for touring cars, not neces-
sarily production, while the final will
be a one-hour grind featured by the
famous Le Mans type start.

The Harewood circuit, located one
mile east and three miles south dowm
the Nanticoke sideroad from the in-
tersection of Highways 3 and 6 at
Jarvis, Ontario, is rated as poten-
tially one of the finest airport cir-
cuits in North America. Less than
thirty miles south west of Hamilton,
it is convenient to spectators froni
the Toronto, Hamilton, London and
Brantford areas and also Buffalo,
Cleveland and Detroit. The track,
under continual improvement since
its acquisition by the British Empire
Motor Club, has been rurther refined
tilis year. The opening oi new spec-
tator areas permits trackside park-
ing almost two thirds of the way a-
round the perimeter of the two and a
half mile circuit, with new spectator
facilities added to take care of the
Increased crowds expected. Pits
have been extended to handle up to
forty cars. per race. Grandstand
seating will be open overlooking the
S-bends and finish straight. Im-
proved public address equipment al-
lows full coverage of all areas with
the announcer in the control tower
in instant touch with all race devel-
opments.

But & race meet is nothing with~
out competition. A strong and tal-
ented local contingent is inevitable.
Meanwhile, the British Empire Motor
Club' has sent out over 2000 entry
forms to past or prospective compe-
titors, many in the U.S., and previous
experience indicates close to a one
in ten response may be expected.

Many U.S. drivers contacted at U.
S. meets this year, or at earlier Camn-
adian meets, have sai¢ they plan to
race at Harewood. Meantime, a
strong local contingent will be om
hand to liven things up for them.
Bill Sadler long ago planned to enter
and his Watkins Glen performance
indicates the possibility of his setting
a new track record.

Notes For Spectators

With more and more people attend-
ing sports c¢ar races for the first
time this year, a few tips may be
helpful. First, come early. Though
every racetrack in Ontario offcrs
ample parking for late arivals, the
best race could be milssed by coming
late. Don’t stay in one place; rac-
ing is more enjoyable if you watch:
the drivers’ technique from several
points around the course. Bring &
little water; plenty of refreshment
stands are spotted around the course
but drinking fountains aren’t. Learn
to keep lap scores and keep themg
they will add to the interest and
make you new friends. Watch e
letters denoting class on the sides of
the cars; the fiercest battle in any
race may be between two lower-
placed cars fighting for their class
trophy.  Bring chairs, sun glasses,
binoculars, camera (preferably with
telephoto lens), and a stop watch;
