It is good .practice to clean the
vacuum line for the milking machine
regularly and probably about four
times a year. If you are experienc-
ing difficulty and the machines do
not work properly it is quite pos-
sible the trouble may be in a clogged
line. The cleaning job can be ac-
complished by sucking a good wash-
ing compound through the line and
thoroughly rinsing with clean hot
water. Care should be exercised in
disposing of the compound after the
line has been cleaned. Every possible
precaution should be taken to pre-
vent the line from becoming clogged.
Ample protection should be given to
all places where air can be sucked in
to see that no dirt is allowed to en-
ter.

A good deal of common sense must
go into the feeding of a herd of milk-
ing cows if high quality milk is to be
produced. A cow has to be properly
fed to produce quality milk and when
this is done she is better able to re-
sist disease at the same time. Any
feed change that becomes necessary
should be made gradually such as
bringing a cow to full production af-
ter calving or when recovering from
a sickness. It is wise to take plenty
of time at this stage of the game.
Grass or corn silage and particularly
the former, along with other feeds
can flavour milk.. It is a well known
fact that feed flavours can be pre-
vented by regulating the feeding time.
Such feeds should be kept away from

Some further data has just been!
released on the pigs that have been |
tested at the Ontario Test Station
during the past year. A total of
1104 pigs, representing 281 groups
were marketed for official carcass
test and all were self fed. Of this
number, 842 or 754 per cent quali-
fied under Advanced Registry and
800 or 75 per cent grade “A.” The
average age when marketed was 191
days and 4.45 pounds of feed were re-
quired to put on one pound of car-
cass gain or 3.47 pounds to make one
poung of LIVE gain. This latter
figure is particularly important to
the average feeder or breeder. This
information certainly points up the
importance of using some of this
Advanced Registry breeding stock
in the production of market hogs.
This is especially true in Ontaric
where the average percentage of “A”
hogs last year was 34.1 per cent and
for Haldimand 31 per cent.
