The establishment of a good
“catch” of small seeds has for many
years been one of the vexing prob-
lems of farmers in Haldimand. Any-
one coming up with a “sure-fire”
method that could be guaranteed to
work each and every year would have
his future assured. It is generally
agreed that one of the requisites of
a good seed-bed is firmness with the
seed sown not too deeply and plenty
of plant food near at hand to get
the young seedling off to a good start.
The problem seems to be to attain
this ideal.
