Such
a name was deemed inappropriate
for a capital, and Princess Louise,
the then Governor-General's wife, re-
named the site, Regina, in honour of
her mother, Queen Victoria. The lo-
cation of the CPR railway determined
the choice of Regina as capital by the
Federal Government and the CPR of-
ficials in 1882. The old capital of
the province, Battleford, proved to
be too far north of the railway.

An old adage states that “an
ounce of prevention is worth a pound
!of cure” and it still holds good in
many ways. One of these is in the
.control of weeds. The spraying of
| weeds with chemicals is no longer
'an experiment. It is just good sound
| practice to use some of the newer
itypes of chemicals that are now on
the market. This is true of the.new
| pre-emergent sprays that can be
applied to the surface of the soil af-
'ter planting and before the crop em-
erges. In this way most of the
weeds will be controlled before or
just after they emerge from the soil
{and no harm is done to the crop.

—O0—

The newer types of sprays are gen-
erally applied in sufficient volume
to create a barrier or guard zone at
the surface of the soil. The crop
plants may grow through this area
with little or no injury whereas
weed seeds germinating in the top
inch or so of soil are destroyed by
the chemical in the guard zone. In-
deed most annuai weeds wiili cnly
germinate in this area and a more
complete job is done. If the soil is
not disturbed by cultivation the chem-
jcal can remain active for weeks or |
even months and weed seedlings are
destroyed whether they germinate
early or late.

There are three rules to follow
when using pre-emergent spray ma-
terials. They are: 1st, Use the right
herbicide for the right crop; 2nd.
Have a smooth even soil surface be-
fore the herbicide is applied; and

3rd, Use sufficient volume to g'!ve
adequate coverage and penetration
to the soil surface. Detailed intor-,
mation on the materious to use can
Ibe found in circulars 75A and 75B |
which ecan be obtained from your!
