It must be
kept in mind that ore ton of manure
carries about one half of the plant
nutrients in liquid form and one half
in solid form. The loafing barn
which has been properly bedded as-
sures the absorption of all the nu-
trients in whatever form they may
be. Regardless of the type of hou-
sing a farmer may have, it is essen-
tial that the manure be given proper
care to get the most out of it. In
many cases more than half of the
plant food in manure is a complete
loss because of poor handling.

This is the time of year to get all
last minute jobs done &round the
form in order that no time will be
lost when Spring seeding opens up.
One of the things that needs to be
done is to see that all machinery is
in top operating condition. It is
expected that repair parts have been
purchased and if they have not al-:
ready been installed this should be
done immediately. The Spring see-
ding time at best is much too short
and none of this time should be was-
ted in doing jobs that could and
should be done now.

Have you a good farm shop where
the necessary repairs can be made?
A couple of excellent shops were vis-
ited last week by the group men-
tioned above. They were good ex:
amples of what can be done on the
farm by way of common every-day
repairs to farm equipment. Nei-
ther was elaborate but they contain-
ed the essentials as far as equip-
ment is concerned and there was am-
ple space to get the bigger machines
inside. Both of them could have
been improved by having a stove or
some other method of heating. One
thing is sure the farmer is more like-
ly to do repair jobs if they can be
done in reasonable comfort.

After considerable debate and con-
sideration the West Haldimand High
School Board acceded to the de-
mands of the teachers in the West
Haldimand Area for substantial pay
boosts commencing with the Sep-
tember term. The increases will to-
tal around $25,000. The minimum
will be $700 and the maximum about
$1800.

At present the West Haldimand
Board has a minimum salary of $4100
and a maximum of $7200 for non-
specialists and $4300 and $7400 for
specialists.

Commencing in September there
will be four categories instead of the
above two. The minimum and max-
imum for the four groups depend on
qualifications and are as follows:
Group (1) $4500-$7600; Group (2)
$4800-$8100; Group (3) $5100-$8600;
Group (4) $5400-$9100.

sary for much tutoring after hours.
Musical instruments are scarce on
the Island and a school recorder,
(something like a flute) is the proud
possession of every student who
learns to play one, upon leaving the
school. We try to teach them that
“peing” is much more important thar
“doing” and that by having the Love
of Cod within them they might there
by discipline themselves. The secret
of getting God into your life is the
appreciation for the things He has
done. We must live to show the
young people, that they are attract-
ed to Him through us. We, as mis-
sionaries in Trinidad, are trying to
let God shine through us, that they
through Him might be saved.
