WEST HALDIMAND HOSPITAL

ASSOCIATION MEMBERS HEAR
REPORTS AT ANNUAL MEETING

TENDER DATE IS SCHEDULED FOR SEPTEMBER

1, 1962 AND NEW HOSPITAL SHOULD BE
COMPLETED BY ABOUT NOVEMBER 1963

Preliminary plans for the 55-bed
West Haldimand District Hospital
have been approved in principle by
the Ontario Hospital Services Com-
mission and will be presented to the
Board for approval within two weeks.
Tender date is scheduled for Septem-
ber 1, 1962, and the Hospital should
be completed by approximately Nov-
ember 1, 1963. At March 31, 1962, a
total of $333,514.41 had been pled-
ged to the Hospital Building Fund.
Members of the 1961 Board of Direc-
tors will - continue in office during
1962.

These are highlights of the reports
of Committee Chairmen heard at the
annual meeting of the West Haldi-

mand District Hospital Association
held on April 12th at the Hagersville
Community Centre.

Details of the progress made since
the 1961 annual meeting were includ-
ed in the report of the President, A.
Laird Miller. The problems cunnected
with the financing of the project, sel-
ecting and acquiring the site, plann-
ing the building and organizing the
fund raising campaign were thor-
oughly dealt with by Mr. Miller. He
stated that when the results of the
canvass for funds became evident,
and after an interview with officials
of the Ontario Hospital Commission,
it was decided to proceed according
to the original plans fer a 55-bed
building, and that the Commission
had promised full co-operation with
the Board’s architects in finalizing

to grips with its power, but for those
who accept Christ as Lord and Mas-
ter, these powers have already been
overthrown.

COMPETITION

ANNOUNCED

After several weeks of considera-
tion and planning the Haldimand Hog
Producers’ Association is announcing
this week a Hog Quality Competition
open to Hog Producers in the County.
In this Competition the prizes will be
awarded on the basis of top quality
for each month. In addition it is ex-
pected there will be a yearly compe-
tition with a trophy being awarded
to the producer with the highest
number of hogs marketed.

According to the regulations there
are two sections with a first prize
peing offered in each section. Section
A is open to Hog Producers who
market a minimum of 5 hogs per
month whereas Section B is open to
Hog Producers marketing a mini-
mum of 8 hogs per month. All grad-
ing statements covering hogs mark-
eted during the month must be sub-
mitted to the office of the Agricul-
tural Representative by the 15th of
the following month in order to qual-

ify. The one exception to this rule is
that statements for the month of
March may be submitted up to April
30th since the competition is only
now being announced.

The Haldimand Hog Producers’ As
sociation of which Fred Wilson, Cale-
donia, is President and Elgin Latti-
mer of York is Secretary Treasurer,
appointed a committee to study this
competition and complete plans for
same.
