POST IN CYPRUS

Mr. Justice John Leonard Wilson,
62, a member of the Ontario Suprems
Court since 1945, has been appointed
president of the High Court of Cyp-
rus and will leave with his wife on
March 5 to take up his post on the
Mediterranean island.

The appointment is for six years,
and Mr. Justice Wilson has been gran
ted leave of absence from the Ontar-
io court.

The native of Schomberg, Ont.,

who graduated from Osgoode Hall
and was called to the bar in 1923, ig
known as an outspoken man. Last
November he was reprimanded by the
Law Society of Upper Canada for
criticizing the way Queen’s Proctor
Elliott Pepper handled a divorce
hearing. In 1950 Mr. Justice Wil,
son refused to hear a case when a
lawyer appeared before him wearing
a light-colored summer suit beneath
his robes, saying “there is a recog-
nized and a proper dress.”
Under the constitution of Cyprus,
which became an independent repub-
lic in 1960 after 82 years of British
rule, the High Court president must
come from a neutral country..not
from Cyprus, Greece,, Turkey or Bri-
tain.
