Then the Springvale
and Mud Stireet school childen
might possibly be transported
there. Or would they prefer
to be transported to a multi-
room school in the southern
section of the area which would
certainly meet the needs of the
children in this area?

uneconomical. There are tod
many heating systems and too
many sewage systems to main-
tain economically. For each
school there would have to be
a janitor, and the maintenance
of several buildings would cer-
tainly be more costly than that
of two multi-room schools.
Then the school-age population
tends to increase and decrease
in cycles which might mean
that for several years there
would be too many children for
the two-room school in one sec-
tion and another section might
have only enough children to
occupy one room. Then trans-
portation would again enter
the picture.

ways be n The par-
ents in this southern section of
North Walpole do not like hav-
ing their children :
from one end of the area to
the other, and we understand
that our neighbours and fellow-
parents at Nober and Spring-
vale would feel the same about
their children. But surely if
we had two multi-room schools
in our system no child would
have to be transported a great
distance.

In a large central school it
would not be necessary to have
only one grade in each room.
I believe it would be beneficial
for the students to have two
grades in each class room.
Children seem to ingest a good
deal of knowledge from the
lessons taught other grades in
their presence.

Again I would like to Im-
press upon our school board,
our Walpole Council, and all
ratepayers, that regardless of
any plebiscite that might be
taken (at needless expense),
[ feel that this group of par-
ents and their supporters will

| no longer support this ineffic-

intolerable schocl
system. TUndoubtedy the con-
struction of new raulti-room
schools will increase our taxes
slightly but we must remember
we are already helping to pay
the costs of central school ed-
ucation in 96 per cent of the
school areas of Ontario, and we
are enjoying no benefits our-
selves. It seems to me the
only problem now is to decide
just how this improvement of
the school system must be
brought about.
