Jarvis has 125 pu-
pils from the municipality at-
tending the local school and
the population is approximate-
ly 800.

Reeve Craddock voiced
strong opposition to the pro-
posal and stated that he would
protgst as strongly as possible
against the implementation of
this policy. He pointed out
that Jarvis has adequate school
accommodation for its needs
and he protested the liabilities
that would be placed on local
taxpayers in deveioping  ade-
quate facilities in the Town-
ship.

Concerning other sections of
the Public School Act affecting
the County the Inspector noted
that each county council shall
appoint a public school con-
sultative committee of three or
five public school ratepayers
and a public school inspector.
designated by the Minister,
shall be secretary of the com-
mittee but not entitled to vote.
