A $27,000,000 expansion pro-
gram to meet a growing de
mand for sheet steel and plate
is announced by F. H. Sherman
President of Dominion Found-
ries and Steel, Limited. Sche-
duled for completion in 1965,
the new projects at Hamilton
involve construction of a new
temper mill, to be the largest
of its kind in Canada, and fur-
ther additions to Dofasco’s hot
mill

“As well as increasing ca-
pacity, the new projects will
provide more scope in the var-
iety of high quality steel pro-
ducts that we can supply, in
cluding hot and cold rolled
sheet and tin plate,” Mr. Sher-
man said.

Dofasco’s new projects are:
a $10,000,000 high - speed mod-
ern two-stand temper mill to
be the largest of its kind in
Canada and Dofasco’s second
such mill. Planned for com-
pletion in late 1965, the mill
will give final shape and sur-
face finish to cold rolled steel,
either for direct shipment or
tin-plating, plus controiling the
temper of the finished product
which will be used entirely
for production of tin mill pro-
ducts.

Equipped with latest guag-
ing devices, the new mill will
roll out 48inch wide steel
sheets at over 60 miles an hour.
It will use up an average of 50
tons of steel per hour.

The highly automated mill
will be operated on all shifts by
a total of 25 men. The site

building is now being prepared
The present tandem temper
mill will then be available to
materially increase tempering
capacity for cold rolled sheets
and coils, according to Dofasco
officials.

The $17,000,000 additions to
the hot rolling division consti-
tute a repowering of the rough-

s ing mill, increasing capacity to

10,000 horsepower, the addition
of six new modern soaking pits,
and the installation of finishing
stands to give a complete fin-
ishing train in Dofasco’s hot

Completion of this announc-
ed program will be third quar
ter of 1965 and planning is
now being made to complete
this installation with a mini-
mum of dislocation of produc-
tion during the construction
period.

It will increase hot rolled
capacity to more than two mil-
lion tons per year. Capacity
is now 1,600,000 tons.
