The Mounties performed
their first Musical ride in 1876,
only three vears after the force
was founded. The first unof-
ficial band of the police force
was set up the same year but
the “official band” was not
created until 1938.

Having performed before
hundreds of thousands, at e-
vents such as the Canadian
National Exhibition and on
soramanial aceasions such as
the coronations of King George
V, King George VI and Queen
Elizabeth, the Ride has become
an important tradition for Can-
adians. A performance of in-
tricate figures and formations
by a full troop of 32 men and
horses, it also is thrilling en-
tertainment.

Like the Musical Ride, the
Concert Band is a permanent
branch of the Force. There
have been at least eight sep-
arate bands, dating as far back
as 1876. In the early days o1
the west a band was a morale
builder at times when loneli-
ness and isolation were almost
as much a threat as warring
Indian and rum runners.

Today the band is a full
time unit stationed in Ottawa
