James Nobje Allan, member
for Haldimand-Norfolk in the
Ontario Legislature »nd for the
pas\ twelve years a Cabinet
Minister. has retired from the
Roharts Cabinet.

Mr. Allan is currently Chaix
man of the Niagara Parks Com-
mission and is a member of the
Niagara Bridge Commission.
In his letter of resignation to
Premier Robarts he said he was
finding his job as Chairman of
the Niagara Parks Commission
so demanding that he had to
give up the Cabinet post.

Mr Allan, regarded as a
trouble shooter for both the
Frost and Robarts administra-
tions. was regarded as the most
aggressive and well liked Cab-
inet Minister in his time.

First elected as member for
ITaldimand-Norfolk in 1951, Mr.
Allan was appointed Minister
of Highways in 1955 when he
succeeded Geoge Doucett He
