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Check Before Buying

Swine Breeding Stock

Farmers buying swine
breeding stock should
ipvestigate before buying,
says Mr. Ron Denniss,
Swine Specialist with the
Ontario Department of
Agriculture and Food.

It pays to ask questions,
says Mr. Denniss, and
suggests some important
areas for investigation.

Has the stock been

officially weighed and
backfat probed? If so, what
is the average backfat
thickness and age at 200
pounds?

Mr. Denniss submits the
following averages for boars
and gilts weighed and
probed by the Live Stock
Branch, Ontario
Department of Agriculture
and Food in 1969, that
buyers may use for
evaluating breeding stock.

Thickness:
inches; Gilts, .95 inches.

What is the significance

of the weigh-probe index
above 100 means that the
boar or gilt is better than

average,
below 100 means the stock

while an index

is below average.

The term Specific
Pathogen Free (S.P.F.) has
been loosely wused to
determine that a herd is
healthy, said Mr. Denniss, so
the exact health status of
the herd should be checked.

If the herd is enrolled
under the Certified Herd
Policy supervised by the
Veterinary Services Branch,
Ontario
Agriculture and
will fall into one of the

Food, it
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following herd health
categories.

1. Certified free of
Atrophic Rhinites and Virus
Preumonia.

2. Certified free of Virus
Pneumonia. 5%

3. Enrolled under the
Policy.

These categories are
based upon postmortem
examinations of the heads

and lungs.

Because there are a
number of other S.r.F.
herds not enrolled on the
above policy, but which
were derived from breeding
stock from Certified or
enrolled herds, Mr. Denniss
notes that the buyer should
find out the exact health
status of the herd. General
herd health can vary
considerably.

If the seller quoies the
average market index of
litter mates or pigs of the
same breeding, buyers
should ask for the average
age at market, as market
index figures alone can be
very misleading, if the age at
market is high.

The guarantee that the
seller offers is also
important. Both buyer and
seller should clearly define
their responsibilities in case
a boar or gilt does not breed
satisfactorily.

The attacks were
necessary to protect forces in
South Vietnam and to
guarantee the success of the
U.S. troop withdrawal
program, which calls for the
sending home of 150,000
Americans by this time next
year.

The new Cambodian
premier, Lon Nol, who has
been crying for help in his
fight against the Viet Cong
who won’t leave his country,

said he was not informed of"

the U.S.—South Vietnamese
invasions. But he did not
sound very upset.

Initial reports from both
areas indicated that the Viet
Cong and North Vietnamsse
had anticipated the attacks
and had moved deeper intc
Cambodia. This applied to
the supreme headquarters.

Reaction from stunned
Congressmen was mixed, but
largely one of anger.

There was widespread
criticism from around the
world, the most strident
from France. There was
praise from such Asian allies
as Japan, Nationalist China
and Thailand.

Communist countries,
backing Sihanouk’s bid to
return to power in
Cambodia, said the U.S.
committed aggression.

Meanwhile, External
Affairs Minister Mitchell
Sharp said Thursday that
Canada is not prepared to
return the International
Control Commission, the
three-country agency that
was supposed to supervise
the neutrality, to Cambodia
under the same futile
conditions as before. He said
there must be agreement

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LIBERALS ELECTED

The Liberal party, under
the leadership of political
novice Robert Bourassa, won
a smashing victory
Wednesday in -the Quebec
elections, crushing the Union
Nationale party.

But cheers for the victory
of the pro-federalist party
were tempered by the fact
that there was a massive 35
percent protest vote,
including 24 percent for the
separatist Parti Quebecois.

Standings in the 108-seat
naiional assembly after the
election were: Liberals 72:
UN 17: Creditiste, making its
first bid in provincial
politics, 12; PQ 7. Standings
at dissolution were UN 35;
Liberals 44; Independent 6;
vacant 3.

Bourassa, who at 36 will
be Quebec’s youngest
premier, said after his defeat
of Union Nationale Premier
Jean-Jacques Bertrand: “The
challenge of the Liberal
party in the next few yearsis
to demonstrate that Quebec
can remain in Canada. This
chalienge takes into account
that Quebec is not a province
like the others.”

Prime Minister ‘Trudeau
was delighted at the result,
saying that it was a victory
for Canada and “renewed”
federaiism.

But few looked for easier
days ahead between Quebec
and Oitawa and even
Bourassa himself said his
party’s victory was not
necessarily a definite
rejection by Quebec of
separatism.

Rene Levesque’s Parti
Quebecois nearly tripled the
vote taken by separatists in
the 1966 general election
and the 12 percent of the
vote achieved by the
Creditistes had to be
considered a protest.

SOVIETS WORRY ISRAEL

Israel charged. the United
States coniirmed and the
Soviet Union denied this
week that Soviet pilots are
flying over Egypt to protect
important areas of the
interior from Israili aerial
attack.

A concerned President
Nixon ordered a study to see
if the balance of arms in the
Middle East was being
affected. It was clear that the
move gave Egypt the
opportunity for a more
aggressive stance on the Suez
ceasefire line and allowed her
planes to attack deep in
Israeli-held territory.

Israel urgently asked the
U.S. for more jet fighters.

A Massachusetts judge
cast doubt on the story of
Senator Edward Kennedy
told after a July accident on
Chappaquiddick Ic'and in
which Mary Jo Kopechne
